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Animation techniques - an art form that is not typically used as a tool in the
classrooms — were introduced the trainees, who get to know what animation
is: how to create a story, short introduction to techniques, what is the use of a
storyboard, and how this activity can be integrated in the classroom during the
educational process as a tool, which promotes through creativity the core
values and ideas of inclusiveness. The webinar focuses on the ways that this
creative process could be used as a way to inclusiveness in mixed schools.
